Arrival/Departure
Most camp weeks will start on Sunday afternoons with check-in beginning at 4pm. The week of August 6-9 will start on
Wednesday with check-in beginning at 4pm.

Departure for most camp weeks will be Saturday mornings at 10:30am. Before departure, there will be a closing program
beginning at 9:45am for the 3-5, 6-8, and 7-9 grade weeks. The week of June 29 - July 4 will end on Friday. The closing
program for this week will begin at 12:45pm with departure at 1:30pm.

Cost

Camper fees will be $430.00 per person for all weeks except June 29 - July 4 ($400) and August 6-9 ($275). The camp fee
includes *accident insurance, canteen, 3 activity classes, meals, and lodging. A $50.00 non-refundable deposit and any extra
recreation fees are due with registration. The balance is due by May 7, 2014. The camper’s name and camp week must be
included on all correspondence and checks. We will accept registrations beginning on Tuesday, January 28. We do not
accept any drive-in/hand-delivered registrations.

* Accident insurance includes up to $3,500.00 for medical expenses incurred from an injury at camp. Additional expenses will be the
parents responsibility. Insurance does not cover pre-existing injuries or illness.

Any change of camp session requires a $25.00 processing fee per change. No changes after May 7. In case of cancellation,
the fee (less the deposit) is refundable if notified in writing 30 days prior to camp arrival.
